Ann Sciulli has dedicated many years of service to the church and Bloomfield Community.  She was a Christian mother at the Immaculate Conception Church for over 53 years- 40 of which she was the president.  That meant 53 years of raising money for the church and various events.  BAKE SALES, Raffles, and Prayers for the dead( no one was ever forgotten). She had Christian mother meetings on Monday nites, She taught CCD classes at the school on Tuesday nites and worked the Bingo every Wed nite since the beginning.

She was there at the first fair with the raffle for the “Cedar chests filled with linen. In those days they called them “Hope Chests” She would work all year in obtaining the chest and supplies as donations from local merchants.  They would start to run the other way when they saw her because they could never refuse her requests.

She was there for the first flea market and would work with the other Christian mothers tirelessly getting it organized .
In the early days she was a Den mother for the Cub scouts and den mother to many of our locals including her doctor, Dr Santucci. She also assisted with Ann Boeke in the 50’s the first library at the school.  She volunteered at the Cafeteria with our first cook Perry and then Hortense.  
She organized countless bus trips and made sure everyone got a snack and some water.  No one was ever left behind.  

On her own she would make these little white bibs with a holy metal  to give to Every baby baptized at our church.  She would also make little gift bags and give out to the lonely parishioners she would see at our church.  

Her energy , compassion and creativity has been endless.
